PRODUCT DESCRIPTION 
Stonclad Xpress TR is a three-component, troweled, methylmeth-  
acrylate mortar system.The system consists of a resin, catalyst and 
color quartz silica aggregate. Stonclad Xpress TR can be applied at 
thickness ranging from 3 mm to 6 mm depending on the application 
requirements. Stonclad Xpress TR cures to an extremely hard,    
impact-resistant mortar which exhibits excellent abrasion, wear and 
chemical resistance. 
 
SYSTEM OPTIONS 
Waterproofing 
Where the total system must be waterproofed, the use of Stonhard's 
Stonproof ME7 memrbrane system with Texture #3 broadcast to 
refusal is required with a strict adherence to application instructions. 
 
Crack Treatment 
When crack treatment is needed due to cracks in the substrate, the 
use of Stonhard's Stonproof CT5 or RH7 with Texture #3 broadcast to 
refusal is required with strict adherence to application instructions. 
 
Cove Base 
To provide for an integral seal at the joint between the floor and the 
wall, cove bases in heights from 5 to 15 cm may be specified.

Stonclad Xpress TR is packaged in units for easy handling.

COVERAGE 
Each unit of Stonclad Xpress TR will cover approximately 23.2 m2 of surface at a nominal 6 mm thickness. 
 
STORAGE CONDITIONS 
Store all components of Stonclad Xpress TR between 16 to 25˚C in a dry areas.Avoid excessive heat, sunlight and do not freeze.The shelf 
life is one year in the original unopened container, stored at 25˚C. 
 
COLOR 
Stonclad Xpress TR is available in a variety of standard colors. Contact Stonhard’s Technical Service Department for more information. 
 
SUBSTRATE 
Stonclad Xpress TR, with the appropriate primer, is suitable for application over properly prepared concrete, wood, brick, quarry tile, metal 
or Stonhard Stonset grouts. For questions regarding other possible substrates or an appropriate primer, contact your local Stonhard      
representative or Technical Service. 
 
SUBSTRATE PREPARATION 
Proper preparation is critical to ensure an adequate bond and system performance.The substrate must be dry and properly prepared      
utilizing mechanical methods. Questions regarding substrate preparation should be directed to your local Stonhard representative or 
Technical Service.

PRIMING 
The use of Xpress Primer is necessary for all applications of Stonclad Xpress TR over all substrates other than existing MMA.Aggregate 
must be seeded into the wet primer to provide traction for following steps.The Xpress Primer must be fully cured and concrete must be 
completely sealed off prior to the application of the Stonclad Xpress TR. 
 
MIXING 

Proper mixing is critical for the products to exhibit the proper application properties, cure properties and ultimate physical            •
properties. 
Mechanical mixing is required for all components. •
Refer to Stonclad Xpress TR Directions for further details. •

 
APPLYING 

DO NOT attempt to install material if the temperature of the Stonclad Xpress TR components are not within 16 to 25˚C. •
Xpress primer is mixed, applied to the floor and sparsely broadcasted with Texture 3 Aggregate.The primer is allowed to cure. •
Stonclad Xpress TR is mixed, screeded on the floor and compacted and smoothed with steel finishing trowels. The mortar is allowed •
to cure. 
Xpress sealer is mixed, applied to the floor and allowed to cure. •
An optional second coat of sealer can be applied depending on required finish. •
Refer to the Stonclad Xpress TR Directions for further detail. •

 
CLEANING UP 
Xpress Solvent is recommended for clean up of the unreacted Xpress material. The reacted material will require mechanical means of 
removal. Use these materials only in strict accordance with the manufacturer’s recommended safety procedures. Dispose of waste       
materials in accordance with government regulations.
